· Your entry must be typed or printed neatly in a legible size and font style.
· Your entry must have a title other than “The Student.”
· Your poem must be visually appealing—colorful and organized.
· Your poem must have 3-5 other pictures that relate to your entry.
Requirements:
· Let the reader get to know you both directly and indirectly.
· Remember how Chaucer used indirect and direct characterization. Strive to do the same.
· You must use satire or sarcasm.
· Make fun of yourself—don’t be cruel, just light humor.
· No inside jokes 
· No vulgar remarks and innuendos
· You must mention what you want to do in the future.
· You may use your future job as a topic.
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
